Crude oil is down from almost $80
a barrel into the low seventies. So we’ve seen a significant
move in all of the markets. I think this is the correction that
all of us have been expecting. It’s certainly overdue in all
markets, and when I say correction I mean the US dollar is
heading higher as all the other markets head down.

When we talked last, you said that one of the things you
were concerned about was that the US economy would
go flat rather than bounce back. How is it behaving in
your view?

The US stock markets, the equity markets have come up
so very far on the anticipation that the US economy is going
to get stronger and catch up. Now the market will come
down, as it should. It should correct, and now we’ve got to
see if the economic growth in the US will come up and meet
that market coming down. There has to be a meeting point
there somewhere, and my thought is, yes it will. There’s
enough stimulus that the US government is doing. Is it true
economic growth fostered by the private sector? No, not at
all. Is it growth that could be fostered by stimulus dollars?
Yes. But will the private sector eventually get into it? That’s
the big question.

Some countries, Japan among them, have lately been trying
to get countries to move off the US dollar as the reserve
currency. What do you think about this?

itwas 2 ¥z - 3 yeas ago? No. Will it be that

way again? Not for a long time, but will it get
better? Yes I think it will. But again it's consumer confidence,
it’s the economy, and as long as another shoe doesn’t drop
unexpectedly it will be reasonable. As far as growth, we could
skip along the bottom for a lot of years to come with the
economy doing reasonably well, but not over the top.
Are the Olympics going to be the major boost for us as
promised?

I think the Olympics are going to have a very big positive
strategic affect on Canada. People say it’s just two weeks
and Expo 86 was six months, it can’t have that much
of an effect. We will have three billion people watching
world-wide, there will be hundreds of thousands of people
come through Vancouver around the Olympics. You've got
different national broadcasters coming here to broadcast
Vancouver back to their home countries. You've got
NBC doing the Today Show right form the top of Grouse
Mountain. Vancouver is going to be on everybody’s radar
for over two weeks, and that will have a huge economic
spin-off in the weeks, months and years to come.

I mean how many business people are going to take a
look at the new Trade and Convention Centre and decide
this is where we want to have a convention?

It’s a big deal believe me!

Keeping Aldergrove Crossing Commercial

t the 2008 BC Chamber AGM

members passed a resolution

calling on the federal

government to extend the
operation of the Aldergrove-Lynden
Border crossing to 24 hours a day,
seven days a week.

The Aldergrove Port of Entry
is currently the 13th busiest
commercial crossing between the
U.S. and Canada and, as an alternate
gateway, the second busiest
commercial crossing in British
Columbia in terms of northbound
traffic. This strategically located
border crossing is anticipated
to become increasingly more
important as population and
industry expands eastward into the
Fraser Valley. Unlike other 24/7
area border crossings, Aldergrove-
Lynden currently operates in both
directions from 8am to midnight (16
hrs day).

The Canada Border Services
Agency (CBSA) facility at the
Aldergrove crossing does not have
any truck-inspection infrastructure
other than an approach lane and
a small parking lot. It is an old
facility, operationally deficient,
and a project to replace it (without
commercial capacity) is in the
design process. The business
community has expressed very
strong concern that closure of
this Port of Entry is counter to
increasing trade and is not desirable.

The International Mobility and
Trade Corridor Project IMTC) as a
bi-national coalition of government
and business entities is assessing
current and future trade and travel

transportation demand to identify
resulting needs for infrastructure
and operational changes. To assist
this process, the B.C. Trucking
Association is conducting a survey
of commercial carriers to build

a better understanding of current
and future cross-border traffic
through the Lower Mainland border
crossings. Similarly, the Lower
Mainland Chambers of Commerce
and Boards of Trade will be
conducting an identical survey
among importers and exporters.

U.S. counterparts are being
encouraged to do likewise. A
summary of the results will be
shared with Canadian and U.S.
government agencies to help
determine what investment in
infrastructure is needed at these
border crossings to ensure that
current and future industry needs
are met.

The B.C. Chamber of
Commerce has provided website
linkage to an on-line survey so
importing and exporting, and other
interested members can participate
in this important undertaking. It
will also assemble the data and
distribute it back to the regional
Chambers and Boards for their
members. Additionally, the data
(devoid of identity) will be provided
to the IMTC coalition for collective
analysis with that of the B.C.
Trucking Association and the U.S.
counterpart sources.

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Identity Theft is now a crime in Canada

ill S-4 received Royal Assent on October 21, meaning
that the Criminal Code of Canada now outlaws identity
theft and related misconduct. Prior to this, police could
not charge fraudsters with “identity theft”. They had
to use other means such as fraud or impersonation, crimes

information with the intent to use the information deceptively,

dishonestly or fraudulently in the commission of a crime;

m Trafficking in identity information,

= Unlawfully possessing or trafficking in government-issued
identity documents of another person.

Additional amendments include:

= Fraudulently redirecting or causing redirection of a person’s
mail and possessing a counterfeit Canada Post mail key;

= Forgery offences such as trafficking in forged documents,
or possessing forged documents with the intent to use them;
and

= Clarifying that certain acts in relation to PIN numbers and
the possession of skimming devices (used to extract and
copy debit card information) are prohibited.

Also the court may now order that an offender pay
restitution to a victim of identity theft or identity fraud for
costs associated with their efforts to rehabilitate their identity,
e.g., the cost of replacement cards, documents and correcting
their credit history.

What was flagged as a major gap in the law in George
Greenwood’s book In Your Good Name became a policy
resolution from the Surrey Board of Trade to the Canadian
Chamber of Commerce. They lobbied the federal government
to get the changes. Originally introduced in November
2007, it survived numerous debates,
committees and readings in both the
Senate and the House of Commons. This
year, Royal Assent was achieved showing
that advocacy on behalf of the business
community can achieve results.
